Your Bi-Directional “Can 

Opener” Machine will come 

packaged in this custom 

container.  The container should 

not be damaged in any way.  

Remove the machine from the 

case and visually inspect it for 

any type of obvious problems or 

damage.  Along with the 

machine there will be a field 

repair kit, this field manual, a 

certification of the machine, any ordered hand tools and your 

shipping information. 

 

The Bi-Directional “Can Opener” Machine motor requires a 20 

amp, 100-125 volt AC power supply.  Poor performance and 

motor damage can result from use of an improper power 

supply.

immediately.  Do not attempt to alter, maintenance, adjust 

or correct any setting on this machine without instruction 

from a technician. 

 Follow all safety suggestions, warnings, etc… in this manual 

and posted on the machine itself.  Failure to do so may 

result in serious injury or death. 

 Do not attempt to ride the Roof Seamer in any way.

Before beginning, ensure that the panel is free of all debris and 

contaminants such as sand, snow, excessive fluids, 

sealant/mastic, tools, extensions cords, etc…  Also, always 

attach a safety hook to a tether during any time the Can Opener 

Machine is on the roof to prevent it from falling off. 

 

To begin, place the machine on the rib and lock on the first of 

the three stations by pulling the locking handle out until it locks 

into place.  Note: ONLY the first station will be locked onto the 

panel when you start the machine.

Next, lock on the other two stations by pulling the locking 

handle out until it locks into place, with them off of the panel.  

Add the power supply into the pigtail plug near the handle of 

the machine and turn the machine on.  Run the machine for 

about 12” to ensure that you are receiving the desired cutting 

operation.  If so, continue in this manner for the completion of 

the run.  If not, STOP CUTTING and contact Technical Support 

immediately. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

At the end of the seam, remove the Can Opener Machine and 

repeat the above process on the next seam.  This is a BI-

DIRECTIONAL Machine.  Therefore, you may simply place it on 

the next seam and run the machine in the opposite direction of 

travel.  This machine will cut through the seam and clip.  The 

roof panel will not be able to be reused in any way. 

 

It is important to remember to use extreme caution when 

reaching the edge of the roof.  Only run the machine off of the 

end of the panel when it can be safely retrieved without placing 

the operator in danger. 

 

A reciprocating saw or a cutting hand tool, such as tin snips, 

must be used at any place the Can Opener Machine cannot 

reach, such as against a ridge cap, end cap or at a pitch change 

in the roof.
